There is also a growing interest among 
counsellors, counsellor educators, and researchers i n the majority culture who 
work with First Nations clients to learn of culturally appropriate and effective 
ways of providing counsel l ing services to First Nations people. One-page pro­
posals for manuscripts are requested that address practical, theoretical, and 
socio-political issues related to counsel l ing First Nations people. Manuscripts 
might address topics such as innovations i n counsell ing First Nations people, the 
role of traditional heal ing methods i n counselling, integrating indigenous and 
mainstream psychologies, examinat ion of culturally unique problems, inter-
generational issues, identity issues, or the training of counsellors to work with 
First Nations people. The proposals should be submitted to the guest editors by 
September 15, 1997. The deadline for manuscripts o f accepted proposals is 
March 1, 1998.
