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of BGLT'T individuals in a heterosexist world. Practitioners in the fields of educa-
tion and counselling have opportunities to be leaders and advocates in the disman-
tling of heterosexist ideals within the dominant cultural hierarchy. As a teacher and
gay man, | have longed for a document that brings to light the harsh effects of
homophobia and heterosexism on BGLT T students, teachers, administrators, and
their heterosexual allies. This enlightening document is multipurpose and provides
valuable insights for all helping professionals in that it “provides a practical knowl-
edge resource for all teachers who strive to accommodate BGLTT persons and ad-
dress BGLTT issues in school settings” (p. 7). From the perspectives of counselling
and the development of multicultural competencies, this text offers the beginning
of a deeper appreciation for the inimitable needs of BGLTT communities.
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
